More Fair Facts:

«The fairgrounds and Expo Center include five
exhibit halls, 10 barns, grandstand, show arena,
show tent, picnic pavilion, etc.

«The fairgrounds is active on a year-round
basis attracting various shows and exhibits.
Almost all these events are “rentals” where
organizations lease the facility. The largest
of these events is the two-week PA Arts & Craft
Christmas Market which draws nearly 15,000
visitors annually. The next four largest events
include the RV Show, ARH Gun Show and Sale,
Duncan Miller Glass Show and Sale, Family
Festival and County Home Show. Most events
occur over multiple days and weekends. The
Expo Center hosts more than 400 events
annually attracting 74,000 visitors.

Fairground Improvements
and Master Plan:

» The Washington County Fair Board and
Washington County have developed a master
plan for facility improvements that will improve
the overall look, feel and operations of
the fairgrounds.
